Mummy, is black more important than white? Mummy, are polar explorers dancing and is the spaghetti noodle the inside of macaronis? Daddy, lets sing about nothing. Mummy, can I wee outside?
You don’t know? You cannot keep answering anymore? Listen to the songs on discinyl (specially packaged CD) „Kašpárek navždy“ (“Jack Forever”) and many questions will be answered to you and kids by musicians like Márdi (Vypsaná fixa), Milan Cais (Tata Bojs), Tonya Graves (Monkey Business) Radek „Gipsy“ Banga (Gipsy.cz), Lenka Dusilová, David Koller, Honza Kalina (Sto zvířat), Blanka Šrůmová (Tichá dohoda) and many others. 
Kašpárek v Rohlíku (Jack in the Roll), is a theatre performance for children, a band, a show, lot of fun, CD Bejbypank, a marquee, stars and maybe even the Jack. Jack in the Roll has started two years ago with the performance of South Bohemian Theatre Puppet Show in České Budějovice followed by super successful album BEJBYPANK. The following festival tour and reactions of the audience confirmed the fact that there is no other similar project running right now in our country. That is why the director of the play, text writer and project dramaturge David Dvořák has decided, together with other cofounders of Jack in the Roll, to continue and prepare a new performance and new CD as well.  The “Jack Forever” album picks up where the album Bejbypunk left off. It is still addressed to both children and adults and it is combining extremely high-quality musical material with excellent lyrics and unique performers. And most importantly, Jack in the Roll offers a novel and genius humor that loosens up the sardonic tenseness invoked by some other attempts at fun for children. 
While the Bejbypank album was sometimes almost strictly punk the newer version of Jack has absorbed another colors of world music influences and so is the album multi-layered in the sense of music. Many authors have contributed to the creation of the songs of Jack Forever album and the recording itself has reminded of another LIVE AID global event follow-up. “Thank god we are publishing so called discinyl, a CD put into the classic vinyl format, so we dispose of more room for writing down all the performing artists,” says Ondřej Pečenka. With some exceptions, the music for Dvořák’s lyrics was written by Jack’s musicians (Jirka Šponar, Filip Nebřenský, Márdi, Milan Cais, Dušan Neuwerth, Ondřej Pečenka, Jiří Hradil), another music was added by e.g. Michal Thomes and Martin Horáček. As for the singing and instrumental cooperation, the authors have asked the Czech music scene celebrities or relatives of present performers: Márdi (Vypsaná Fixa), Milan Cais (Tata Bojs), Tonya Graves (Monkey Business), Radek Banga (Gipsy.cz), Lenka Dusilová, Blanka Šrůmová, David Koller, Honza Kalina (Sto zvířat), Filip Nebřenský a Marek Doubrava (Hm...), Karolína Dytrtová (Miou Miou, Myštet), children: Eliška a Amálka Dvořákovic, Bětka a Tonča Nebřenských, Kristián Kracík or Onďa a Jáchym Neuwertovi, AND actors of Theatre  Jihočeské divadlo České Budějovice Jana Vanýsková, Denisa Posekaná, Lucie Škodová, Jiří Šponar, Jan Hönig, Dominik Linka. 
Jack in the Roll goes among the people, to the festivals and other events this year as well bringing his painted marquee, jumping giga bed and trampolines.

Jack in the Roll BIO:

The whole project has begun as a reaction to the lack of original quality songs for children. Based on the professional offer of South Bohemian Theatre Puppet Show in České Budějovice, David Dvořák has written and directed the performance called “Jack in the Roll”. “Jack in the Roll” is a cabaret full of joyful songs, sketches, foolish bits and well goofy characters. Recording the “Bejbypank” album was a logical result of success of the performance opening on March 24th 2007 in South Bohemian Theatre. Also, there is a band on the rise introducing crazy expressive costumes that only follow from the atmosphere of the performance and visually complete the overall character of the band in the same time. 

The album has been recorded in the fall of 2007 in Ondřej Ježek’s studio Jámor. The music was composed by, besides already mentioned Ondřej Pečenka, Jiří Müller and Jiří Šponar from the České Budějovice Puppet Show and the mysterious collective UBO; the lyrics were written by the trio  Pečenka – Müller – Dvořák. “Just to exaggerate we called this music style ‘babypunk’ but not because of the musical performance (the songs are not superficial, cynical or rude). The songs in the Jack in the Roll album are destroying the common idea of musical genre called ‘children song’ (instructive, educative, explicative, and infantile).” Jack in the Roll set out on a tour hitting Czech music and theatre festivals. 
Its enormously attractive visual appearance is an actual magnet for TV cameras and therefore Jack in the Roll was, after only short time of its existence, seen performing live in programs such as Noc s Andělem (Night with Angel), Dobré ráno (Good Morning), Pomozte dětem (Help the Children), Snídaně s Novou (Breakfast with Nova) and others.
The interview with David Dvořák, the founder of the “Jack in the Roll”
Bejbypank was a success. How much was this fact tying your hands down before the sequel?  
I was acting brave but inside of me I had a jelly the size of a box. I kept thinking about all those unsuccessful sequels of all kinds but I also remembered the excellent second part of Ghost Busters.  I stopped limiting myself even though the jelly inside me had transformed to an aspen tree and tremble of my hands had become even stronger.  

There is a coffin, funeral talk and so on. Isn’t that little bit too much for children audience?
In the first one the Jack hasn’t shown up and his fame was spreading quickly all over the place. In the second one he died to be resurrected again in all his chequered size. The cabaret that is starting with actors bringing the coffin is addressed to little kids as well and works perfectly fine. In the end there is almost a rock concert atmosphere in the theatre. Believe me; those “biscuits” know very well that the Jack is not in the coffin. That’s why they are even more interested in the performance and what is actually in there. 
The first Jack in the Roll show was closely related to the Bejbypank album; how is it now with the sequel?
Three songs from the show are not in CD. On the other hand there are songs that are not in the show. It’s an intention because we often do the cabaret and the concert in one place in one day for the same audience. So both versions vary not only in sketches, but also partly in songs. 
The second album contains more guests and famous names than the first one. Was it difficult to put it all together?
Jack in the Roll is a magical word now thanks to the first performance. He gets away with everything. So he was very cheeky again and not afraid to ask. 
Jack is very successful, so he doesn’t need to be afraid of the eggs flying to the stage, or are you prepared for that? 

Long time before there were the eggs flying in Paroubek and co. direction we have been introducing a performance of our friends during the tour. Three of them came together (by the way they are still with us) and it happened; the kids are throwing eggs on actors intentionally in the end of the performance and both sides are enjoying it a lot. We all feel hidden joy from positive destruction inside of us. To break a plate deliberately, to organize a whipped cream fight such as in slapstick comedies or go to Spain for tomato combat – those are both children’s and adults’ fantasies. 
Eggs or tomatoes?
Makes no difference! Our punk jackets are cheaply bought in second  hand store in Rápošov, so nothing can really throw us off.
